Enter Jesus

Look at my Lord, born pure through a pure
miracle. Unaffected by sin, here to confront sin
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and to destroy the works of the devil. His mind is
clear and His heart is sparkling clean. At twelve
years of age His mind confounds aged scholars.
Who is this man? He is God and man.

When the Lord Jesus began ministry, He called
His twelve men who would work with Him.
Now these men were ordinary human beings
subject to the power and degradation caused by
sin.

Their mindsFare so
carnal and clouded with fleshly things 'that, as
Jesus is talking of yeast, they think what makes
Him talk of itYs because the group had no bread.
Imagine that! But-we would not have done any
better. The Bible says they had not perceived the
miracle of the multiplication of bread because
their heart was hardened (Mark 6:52), neighbor
that’s the power of sin. 1 mean a very remarkable

Were the twelve disciples born again?

One may say, “perhaps it was because they were
not yet regenerated.” Well...that’s probably true.
Evidently, they were not yet born again when
they were working with the Lord for the whole
three years. That can be deduced from the fact
that, verse 34 of the passage quoted above says
that “this saying was hid from them,” then Paul
in 2Corinthians 4:3 says, but if our gospél be hid,
1t is hid'to them that are lost. Most commentators
ey became born again in John 20:22
ys, and when he had said this, he
n them, and saith unto them, Receive
Ghost. The Holy Spirit is the one
who perfo the work of regeneration, so if
they had not yétsbeen given the Spirit until John
20, they could not have been born again.

Dr. R. L. Hymers substantiates this by noting
that Thomas was not there on that night when
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Jesus breathed on the disciples, so he remained

inunbelief untittater:

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Chapter 2

The Spirit of Wisdom and
Revelation

The manifestations of the Holy Spirit

From lIsaiah 11:1-2 we see that the Holy Spirit
manifests different anointings:

The spirit of wisdom and understanding
e spirit of counsel and might

spirit of knowledge

. spirit of the fear of the Lord

We couldidwell on any of these but our point of
focus here 1§the spirit of wisdom and revelation.
Without the spigit of wisdom and revelation or
understanding, things can be very slow, just like
with the case of the Lord's disciples. The Spirit
was on Jesus but He had not yet breathed on
them and opened their understanding. Even
when people are born again they can be slow to
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understand the things of the Lord. That was why
the—writer of Hebrewswasfrustrated—with—the
Hebrew believers telling them that they are not
yet even ready to receive the solid food of God's
Word but only the milk at a time when they were
actually supposed to have been teachers
(Hebrews 5:12).

What the Spirit (anointing) of wisdom and
revelation reveals

1. The Lord Jesus and His Word

The anointing of wisdom and revelation can take
a new fborn believer and make them a spiritual
adult i just a year. This manifestationtof the
kes the Scriptures come alive and Jesus
to bec@me more real than anything else. The
Spirit revi@als the holiness of Christ in a Way that
causes the'Believer to work out their salvation in
fear and trempling. Most of these Christians
going around babbling about grace and talking of
the need to fear nothing do not know the holiness
and firmness of Jesus Christ. The fake grace
message they're touting has presented to them

The question is, what is the hope of His calling?
Meaning, what has the Lord caltted us for? Jesus
Christ Himself, and what He has prepared for
Christians in heaven are what constitute the hope
of our calling. Being with Jesus face to face
forever, and all the glorious things He has
prepared for us in heaven become a reality when
one is under this particular anointing. Heaven
becomes very real and makes earth look
exceedingly dull. This is the kind of thing that
will make a believer conclude that 'to me to live
is Christ; and to die is gain ‘(Philippians 1:21).
In fact,walking closely with the Lord Jesus will
give you a clear foretaste of heaven while on

That is why the
Apostle Paul™said, knowing therefore the terror
of the Lord, we persuade men (2 Corinthians
5:11). The Lord Jesus Himself warned much
about eternal punishment in hell or the lake of
fire.
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3. The power of God

Verse 19 continues, and what Is the exceeding
greatness of his power to us-ward who believe,
according to the working of his mighty power.

Once you get a revelation of God's power that is
available to the Christian, nothing shall stand
against you. Why do you think Paul simply
shook the snake off his hand into the fire without
any panic whatsoever? (Acts 28). Under this
anointing you will believe beyond any shadow of
doubt /that God is able to do exceeding
ly above all that we ask orfthink,

to the power that workethin us
s 3:20). With this revelation of God's
can say with Paul that, “hone of
move me" (Acts 20:24). You can
isasters, serpents, poison, Satan,
trials and temptations, and anything this world
could ever bring your way. After all you will
stand (Ephesians 6:13).

The spirit of wisdom and revelation will also
expose the evil one. The evil one is ever
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conniving and maneuvering how to bring you
down-asa Christian-and how to eventuatly make
sure you land in hell. He will use false doctrines
that appear so true, he will use friends that
appear godly but are his agents, he will use all
the glitter of this fallen world and he will even
use force and oppression plus some of the most
sophisticated tricks that anyone could ever
imagine. He is indeed sly. He is a snake invisibly
slithering in the grass. But the Christian whose
eyes have been enlightened by the Holy Spirit
will detect his hissing every time by the grace of
the Lord. That is why Paul said we are not
ignorant of the devices of Satan (2 Corinthians
2:11).

The a

nting of wisdom and revelation is
clearly ntial to the victory of the Christian
for it helpsyin knowing God, His will and His
promises. Thus, it provides for rapid growth in
the believer. This'is the anointing we need today
just as the Lord Jesus opened the understanding
of the disciples that they may understand the
Scriptures.
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The spiritual man

At the beginning of this booklet I discussed the
state of the natural man. In regard to the spiritual
man, the apostle Paul said, but he that is spiritual
Judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of nc
man (1 Corinthians 2:15). By the term
“spiritual™ Paul evidently means “mature,”
using it interchangeably with  “perfect.”
However, when it comes to the word perfect, it
also means real perfection of character, not
merely/ maturity. Other passages where Paul
talks of “spiritual” people are ImCorinthians 14:
latians 6:1:

unto you are the commanaments oi

the Lord (1 Ceginthians 14:37).

Brethren, even if a man Is caught in some fault
you who are spiritual must restore such a one In
a spirit of gentleness, looking to yourself so that

n think himself to be a prophet, or
et him acknowledge that the things

you also are not tempted (Galatians 6:1).
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Before we deal with how a spiritual person looks,

e must remove misconceptions about the
subject. Firstly, we don't consider a person to be
spiritual because of the operation of the gifts of
the Spirit through them, or because they're a
good preacher. There are powerful preachers
who are abusing their wives, who are childish,
and are money mongers out there. So that is not
the gauge of spirituality or maturity. Secondly,
the spiritual person is not the one who talks a lot
about God-and is the favourite of the Pastor and
the congregation. In fact, spiritual people are not
talkative.

The spiritual man abundantly manifests love
of Go ow just as the fear of the Lordis the
beginning of wisdom, the love of God'is the
beginni f the other fruit of the Spirit; hence

t, longsuffering, humble, etc. That
is the main of a spiritual man, THE LOVE
OF CHRIST in and through him. That is why the
Bible in 1Corinthians 13 says that one can have
the gifts of the Spirit powerfully manifesting
through them and other such things but if the
person has no fove, everything is pointless.
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The spiritual man knows the Word of God and
how to handle it Hebrews 5:12-14 mentions this
fact, and says he is that way because he has been
consistently exposed to, and using or practicing
the Word of God. This makes such a person be
able to rightly judge matters, meaning determine
between right and wrong. Such a person cannot
be easily deceived. | saw on social media a
preacher saying that we should consider the fact
that false prophets are our brothers, and perhaps
they don't- know that what they are doing is
wrong. That is an example of a lack of
spirituality. The language of John the Baptist, of
the Apostles, and of the Lord Himself
g false prophets and teachers was very,
g; and a modern-day preacher i§ going
are “brothers.” That is a person who
does not Khow how to biblically discern between
and how to handle matters.

Spiritual people walk in the Spirit and do not
fulfill the lusts of the flesh (Galatians 6:16;25).
That means they walk completely under the
influence of the Holy Spirit and the flesh no
fonger has power over them. They tive holy tives.
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A spiritual man has overcome pride, adultery,
competition, jealousy, envy, anger, the tove of
money etc.

A man or woman who is spiritual has learned to
tame their tongue. The Word of God says that
anyone who thinks they are religious (spiritual?)
but does not bridle their tongue, the religion of
such a one is worthless (James 1:26). The
Apostle James further says that if you offend not
in word, then you are perfect and can control
your entire body (James 3:2).

If you continue Dbelieving, studying the
Scriptures, fellowshipping with true believers,
nd praying consistently, you| will
spiritual man. In a verse quotedabove,
e Paul says that a spiritual man’judges
t is himself judged by no one. That
o is mature and holy, who has a
proper estimatésof all things and has become
blameless (1 Thessalonians 5:23). This is a
person who manifests the spirit of love, power,
and a sound mind (2 Timothy 1:7). It is indeed
possible to become like that, don't listen to
preachers and theologians who tell you it is not
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possible. The Bible says we must be blameless.
Paul-and the Apostlesand early Christians were
that way. Strive to become a spiritual man, the
kind of Christian that God wants you to be.
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Conclusion

The things of God are holy and people who live
worldly lives and are attached to the things of
this world are not going to understand nor
receive them. The church of Laodicea had to
repent and spiritually “buy” pure gold, white
garments, and eyesalve from Jesus. Eyesalve that
their eyes would with it get anointed and be
opened to see. How do we buy from Jesus this
eyesalve that we may see? Paul prayed for the
Ephesians that the eyes of their understanding
enlightened, so we buy by [prayer,
nd fervent prayers, not weak and
d prayer. The fervent prayer of a
an availeth much (James 5:16). Rise
ber and laziness oh Christian and
pray, pray, pray,. and pray some more, and God
will show you mysteries.
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
